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Combination Arches /Easy to Measure

 
Most designers shy away from windows that have combination-arched openings. American arches can make this very easy to measure and to understand the design procedures. Our computer design sheets consider the combination arches as one large arch!  This makes it so simple; just measure the entire opening, as you would like a Type 2 American Arch, making sure that you measure the “E” space between each opening. Measure the “A” width, note the “E” spaces, and in the center of the middle arch measure the “B” height, simply measure any “C”/”D” leg measurements and you are done! Fill in our Custom American Arch order form and you will have completed what 90% of designers hide from. We can help you sell more arches, which in turn sell more blinds and shutters. We recommend that this type be outside mounted.
